When do I start picking flowers é? 

Gypsophila flowering stems 

should be harvested relatively 

closedéwe recommend to 

pick stems in which       25-

30% of the flowers are open

×Harvest should be done from stem base . 

×Harvested stems should be put in buckets with ñpost 
harvest solutionò . 

×Do not leave harvested stems in the sun or without 
solution ï Once the flowering stems are cut, they are more 
vulnerable and need special attention , we recommend 
TLC = Tender Loving Care.

Post Harvest Solution 

Using post harvest solution is vital in providing  

optimum performance of the harvested flowers,  

good opening and long vase life .  

The solution includes : 

1. S.T.S: ethylene inhibitor ï 0.15% (1.5mòl in 1 litter)  

2. T.O.G 3 : Bactericideï 0.15% (1.5mòl in 1 litter ) 

3. White Sugar : 5% (50 gr. in 1 litter ) 

 



ÅBuckets should be filled with 3-5 

litter of solution to insure the cut 

flowers have enough ñfood & 

drinkò for the opening process.  

ÅBuckets should be cleaned after 

each use. 

ÅMake sure the water you use to 

produce the solution are of the 

best quality 

 

 



Harvest directly in to buckets with solution 





    The harvested flowers should 
be sorted by length . It is 
recommended that each 
flower bunch will include 25 
flowers all off the same height   



 

1. Temperatures of ~ 27-280C. 

2. Relative humidity of  ~ 70%. 

3. Lighting throughout the night in order to heat the  

    room. 

4 .Ventilation of air. 

 

What is this ñOpening Roomòé? 

Simple Heat 

blower 



Å Flowers ñdrinkò a lot while in the opening room ï make sure buckets are 
filled with at least 3 litters of solution when entering. 

Å Many flowers in one room create high humidity ï simple ventilation is needed 
to reduce humidity to 70-75% - some times you only need to leave the door 
slightly open. 

Å Flowers should be kept in the opening room until you feel they are open 
enough ï beware of over extending there stay in the opening room , they 
might  become brown !!  

Å Duration of stay in the opening room should be checked during the year 

because it may vary when climate changes
